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I. INTRODUCTION 

This family history v/as written in an attempt to collect 

all of the pertinent information relating to the ancestors of the 

author, Ky mother, formerly Norma Lee Sidbury, was born September 

8, 1924 to Empie Norman Sidbury and the former Bernice Gertrude 

Thompson who reared their six children in Pender County, North 

Carolina. In studying these ancestors it is necessary to recall 

that Pender County was formed from part of New Hanover in 1675* 

Onslow County is referred to very frequently herein. 

Onslow County was itself formed in 1734 from part of New Hanover 

County, which at one time encompassed two-thirds of the present 

counties in North Carolina. In addition, New Hanover County was 

formed from part of Craven County in 1729. Other descendants of 

New Hanover County include Duplin County which was in turn the parent 

of Sampson County, 

Onslow County's first capitol was the city of Johnstor, 

which was destroyed by a hurricane in 1752. As a result many of 

the early Onslow .records are lost forever. 

It is believed that most of the ancestors of my Pender County 

grandparents, Empie Norman Sidbury and Bernice Gertrude Thompson, 

came from the southern part of Virginia in the Nansemond County area. 

The Redds are definitely known to have come from Nansemond County, 

Virginia and some Kings, Lees, Fishers, Lloyds, Thompsons and Homes 

were present in the Nansemond County area of Virginia between 1600 

and 1700 (see Hotten's List of Persons of Quality -.'•'ho Emigrated to 

America between 1600 and 1700)* The origin of the Sidburys (Sad-

berrys, Sudburys, etc.) reraains a mystery to the author. 

Lt. Col, John 0. Marshall, AUS (Retired) of V/ilmington, N.C. 

has studied the early history of Onslow County for many years and 

he is an expert on the subject. Col. Marshall has been a most 

valuable source of information and inspiration to the author and 

has provided all of the information of the Kings back to John King (I) 

of Onslow County who left his will in 1743/44. This genealogy on 

the Onslow Kings is one of the most complete and accurate that is 

to be found. In addition, Col. Marshall has provided a wealth of 
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equally accurate material on many related families of Onslow 

County. The author is very grateful for having the opportunity 

to know Col. Marshall, who is a direct descendant of Basil R, 

King (see King-Lee Family Chart in Section V.). 

The Family Bible of Susan Rebecca Redd (grandmother of 

Bernice Gertrude Thompson) contains many family records relating 

to the ancestors of both E.N, Si.'bury and Bernice G, Thompson, 

These Bible records have been transcribed by Col, John Marshall 

of Wilmington, 

The bulk of the genealogy on the Sidburys was derived from 

Mrs. Gwen Eullard of Laurinburg, N.C. who is a descendant of Minnie 

Alice Sidbury who married a Hall (see Sidbury Family Chart Ir 

Section II.) In addition, Beulah May King (aunt of Bernice 

Thompson)compiled much of the early genealogy on the Redds and 

documented this line by gaining membership in the Daughters of 

the American Revolution. My grandmother, Bernice Gertrude 

Thompson supplied much of the information ori the Thompsons and 

Homes. Others who have been helpful with regard to the Homes 

include Mr. Ralph Home and Mr. Gus Home, both of Pender County, 

and Dr. Alvin M. Fountain of Raleigh, N.C. 

Mrs. T.T. Wilson of Harrison, Tennessee and Mrs. Jewel 

Johnston of San Jose, California have been most helpful in regard 

to information on the early Kings-before John King (I) of Onslow. 

The author is grateful to the Los Alamos Church of Jesus Christ 

of Latter Day Saints and especially to Mr. Gary Tietjen of that 

Church for access to the files in Salt Lake City, Utah, 

The ancestors of Empie Norman Sidbury and Bernice G, 

Thompson are included on the family chart on the following page. 

Ky father, Anthony Stroscio, was born in New York City 

on June 20, 1918 to Fortunate "Alfred" Stroscio and the former 

Pasqua Triscuizzi. My father's cousin, Antionette Stroscio, of 

West New York, New Jersey has been helpful in supplying information 

on the Stroscios, and my grandmother, Pasqua Triscuizzi, has been 

most informative with regard to her parents' genealogy. The infor-

mation thus obtained is presented in Section VII on the Stroscios 

and Triscuizzis.
